Old Business
Lakewood Machine Products.
As reported at last month’s meeting Engineer Hollandsworth overlaid the three zoning district onto an aerial of the two parcels owned and occupied by Lakewood Machine Products. Attorney Godfroy spoke to the various zoning districts and the uses that are approved for those parcels. His conclusion was that there are some enforceable violations of the zoning ordinance on both parcels. It was decided that Attorney Godfroy would draft a letter to Lakewood requesting the cease and desist the unapproved activities immediately. No motions were offered.

The Jones water main project was bid out and the sealed bids were opened on 2/15/18 at Twp Hall. Engineer Hollandsworth reviewed the bid documents and supplied the Board with a recommendation to award to Salenbien Trucking & Excavation in an amount not to exceed $410,448.04 with a total project price of $493,714.20 including engineering and construction management. 2018/2019 Tentative Budget

Supervisor Carmack gave the Board the tentative budget for 2018/2019. After a brief discussion and a review of just a couple of line items the Board is expected to approve the final budget amount at the March board meeting. No motion was offered. 
Projector for Township Meeting Room

Carleton Rotary has proposed to share in the cost of an Ultra Short Throw Project to be installed in the meeting room at Twp Hall for use by the Rotary Club and the Twp. Supervisor Carmack had review the proposal and recommend that the equipment quoted be purchased. After a brief discussion the following motion was offered:

Fire Department Millage Language for 2018. 
Attorney Godfroy prepared two options for ballot language regarding the Fire Millage that is set to expire this year. Both options have the millage rate, .4974, remaining the same. Option 1 creates a new millage request at the current millage rate but would allow for option and maintenance expenses to be paid for out of the fund along with the equipment costs. Option 2 created two ballot proposals. One being a renewal of the current millage and one a new ballot proposal for operation and maintenance with both adding up to the current .4974 millage rate.
