New Business
A. A site plan review for Parcel #5801-013-017-30, 2.3 acres of vacant land on the east side of Telegraph Rd, south of Carleton Rockwood Rd, in Carleton, MI 48117, owned by Phil Lafountian who is seeking approval for an office building.   
Planner Young was asked to review the site plan for the commission by Chairman Smith. In his March 12, 2018 review letter, the planner used sound planning principles to review the site plan and shared his findings with the commission. The Planner noted 6 general areas that needed additional information or clarification.  They were a clear statement of use, omitted required site plan information, landscaping requirements, clarification of use on the balance of land, Twp Engineer review and any additional permits by outside agencies. The applicant was present and did his best to clarify many of the issues and seemed to understand the additional information being requested.
