New Business
A. A Site Plan review for Parcel #5801-003-020-00, commonly known as 14600 Romine Road, Carleton, MI 48117, owned by Guardian Industries, LLC, who is seeking approval for an Environmental Control System for Furnace #1.  
Planner Young was asked to review the site plan for the commission by Chairman Smith. In his June 4, 2018 review letter, the planner used sound planning principles to review the site plan and shared his findings with the commission. The planner noted just three general areas of concerns. Item one noted minor omissions from the site plan requirements and the planner noted that these could be waived by the planning commission if deemed unnecessary. Item two involved environmental information and that the planning commission should evaluate the notes on the site plan and determine whether this satisfies the requirements in the zoning ordinance. Item three was a proposed 12 ft diameter storage silo which will extend to the height of 67 feet. The maximum building height for the I-2 zoning district is 60 ft.  
The applicant was present and did his best to answer questions and concerns posed by the commission members and the planner. The subject of the silo was discussed at length and the applicant will discuss with his design engineer to either lower the silo to 60 ft or petition the Zoning Board of Appeals for a variance. After some additional discussion the following motion was offered:

A.  Continued review of Commercial and Light Industrial District Uses

The commission picked up where they left off on this subject from last meeting. Planner Young had prepared a memo and revised matrix of current uses and proposed changes dated June 5, 2018, for the commission. After much discussion it was the consensus of the commission that the potential changes outlined in the revised matrix would be useful for all zoning districts and that the matrix itself would be a useful tool for the Zoning Administrator and the Building Department.
