Old Business
Lakewood Machine Products.

Manager Vaslo spoke to the rezoning request on the Planning Commission’s agenda the night before for Lakewood. The commission held a Public hearing on the matter and the meeting was well attended. The Planning Commission sent a recommendation of denial to the Township Board. The rezoning request will be sent to the County Planning Commission before making its way back to the Township Board for a final decision. No motion was offered.
