Old Business
Blight Update – Sledge
Attorney Godfroy gave a brief update on the Sledge blight case. The Township Board was given a letter from Attorney Coutts, who represents Mr. Sledge, offering some avenues to resolve the blight issues. The Board declined the proposed compromise. 
No motions were offered. 

Swan Creek Rd.
The Township was asked to approve an additional $8,800 in engineering for Swan Creek Rd. The request came as the result of design requirements by the MCRC for improvements to the drainage and road surface. Township Engineer Hollandsworth supplied the Board with a proposal to complete design engineering in the amount above. After a brief discussion the following motion was offered:

New Business
Manager’s Report. 
There were no questions for the Manager on his report. The Manager did note several road related items. He discussed a review of the Township’s insurance coverage. Other items of note are agenda items and will be discussed later. 
Monroe County Road Commission Contract – E. Newburg Rd. 
The MCRC submitted a revised contract for paving on E. Newburg in the area of the RR Crossing in the amount of $11,826. The Board discussed the change in the original contract with Manager Vaslo. After the discussion ended the following motion was offered:

Motion by Grabetz supported by Carmack to approve the change to the E. Newburg paving project in an amount not to exceed $11,826 with the MCRC.

Monroe County Road Commission Contract – Whipple St. 

The MCRC submitted a revised contract for stoning Whipple St in the amount of $6,100. The Board discussed the change in the original contract with Manager Vaslo. The Board tabled the agenda item and instructed Manager Vaslo to ask the MCRC to absorb the overage on the project. No motion was offered. 

Monroe County Drain Commission – Sweitzer Rd. 
The MCDC submitted an invoice for the culvert replacement project on Sweitzer Rd in the amount of $143,974.00. The project is complete and Manager Vaslo asked the Board if they wanted to pay the project costs in full or finance it over a period of time as first proposed. After a brief discussion the consensus of the board members present was that it would be financed over a 5-year period as first approved. No Motion was offered or needed. 
Appointment Of Back-up Inspector. 

The name of Mr. Anthony Dawes was offered to the Board as a back-up electrical inspector for Ash Township. Mr. Dawes is a licensed electrical inspector in the State and came highly recommended. The following motion was offered:

Motion by Grabetz supported by Carmack to approve Anothony Dawes as back-up electrical inspector for Ash Township.

Communications/Information.

Dump Day is scheduled for Saturday, October 12, from 8am to noon at the Homrich Landfill on Matlin Rd. Identification is required to take advantage of the free service. 

The Carleton Historical Society Museum is open from 9am to 1pm on the first and third Saturdays of the month. It is free and the public is encouraged to visit. The building is at the Township complex at 1677 Ready Rd. 
Citizen Comments. 

The public commented on ditch mowing and the food trailer on Telegraph Road as well as road related issues. 

Manager Vaslo noted to the Board that Mr. Ahmed Zamat, the owner of the Sunoco gas station on Telegraph Rd, was in attendance and the Manager gave a brief update on the Boards directions from last month to compel compliance of all ordinances on the property. Over the past few weeks the Manager and Mr. Zamat have discussed the issues and what needed to be done to bring the property into compliance. As of meeting night, only minor improvements had been made. It was stated for the record that the blight and unapproved uses at the Sunoco Gas Station must be removed within 30 days to avoid escalated enforcement efforts. If\\it was noted that if Mr. Zamat wanted to bring the uses back to the property, he would have to do it lawfully through the Planning Commission process. Mr. Zamat seemed to understand what is being asked of him and the deadline to complete. He declined comment.
