Fire Millage Discussion
The Township Board discussed the Fire Millage and not having enough money from the millage to cover fire calls and fire department expenses.   The board will be budgeting $70,000 from the general budget for fire calls in 2024/2025.  It was also discussed of having 2 millages for fire.  A new fire equipment millage & also the renewal for fire equipment, operation & maintenance proposition that will be expiring in 2026.  The township board will continue to discuss this at future meetings.
Recycle Millage Discussion
The recycle millage will be ending in 2024.   The cost of the recycle for 2023/2024 is approximately $80,000.   The millage was passed for $30,000 per year for  2021, 2022, 2023 & 2024.   The township budgeted $32,600 plus the millage funds of $30,000 to pay for the yearly recycling.   The recycling costs have increase immensely over the past four years.   The township will be discussing a new millage rate to be put on the ballot for August, 2024.   The board will be looking into other avenues and companies before the next board meeting.   A decision needs to be made by April, 2024 for this to go on the ballot for August.
